A note will be made of all those who prefer to
receive them in hard copy and these will be issued by hand or post within the following
Two weeks.

The entry forms will be made available during November 2011 and issued in the same way.

January 2012
e Handing in of Author's Panel prints:- 26™ January 2012

Please make sure you adhere to the submission dates printed above and in the syllabus.
Late entfries cannot be accepted. Also note that competitions cannot be entered unless
subscriptions due in January of each year have been paid. Don't forget to return all
trophies - sparkling clean please. These are needed by 22nd February 2012 at latest.
